Summary
In my artistic research, I use a critical and analytical approach to investigate how different symbolic and emotional experiences 
deepen the study of human cognition. I am interested in studying behavioural concepts from an anthropological, historical and 
sociological perspective, which allow us to pinpoint the origins of our thoughts – from the moment they are perceived from our 
senses, to the way our mind interprets and transforms them into behaviours, beliefs and feelings. My research interests focus 
on the representation and understanding of the cognitive processes that form the background of our sensory perceptions. To 
achieve this, I use artistic practice as a tool that brings us closer to our deepest experiences and behaviours. These include: (1) 
Our collective imagination, cultural heritage, and subjective perception. (2) The understanding of the structuring and pro-
cessing of perception at an emotional and symbolic level. (3) The conscious and subconscious processes during the mental 
representation of abstract or concrete ideas, and the creation of aesthetic experiences.
